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What if there was no Pelican Bay?

I have noticed the Naples
Daily News Letters to the Edi-
tor pages are popular both
in contributions and read-
ership. More recently, they
seem to be about Pelican Bay.
Some letters extol the virtues
and generosity of the com-
munity, others are critical
of perceived snobbishness
and selfishness. Still others
write about differences be-
tween the community and
the county.

Recently, two letters ap-
peared on the same day —
one from Ross Obley and
the other from his wife Cora
Obley. The couple has been
involved in Pelican Bay since
itsinception. Ross was trans-
ferred by Westinghouse to be
incharge of the development
that became Pelican Bay.

In his letter, Ross wrote
about early problems with

water availability and con-
stantconflictswith the county
over theissue, which contin-
ues to this day. He mentioned
the “award-winning reverse-
osmosis water treatment
facility” which he said “was
shut down and destroyed”
by the county “after which
water shortages resulted. . .
an example of government
at its worst.”

Cora, on the other hand,
cited the many wonderful
resources and facilities avail-
able to county residents as a
result of the development of
Pelican Bay.

On the following day, an-
other longtime Pelican Bay
resident, Dr. Pat Bush, wrote
that “Pelican Bay has been
extremely generous in pro-
viding land to the county
for beach entry — land used
to build the parking garage

Springs), the Ritz not only is
the largest contributor to the
Tourist Development Tax,
which provides beach nour-
ishment and improvements,
but employs 1,500 people.

In addition, the Ritz has
helped Naples become a
world class destination. The
Naples Grande (formerly
The Registry) has done the
same at the southern end
of Pelican Bay.

Would there be a Naples
Philharmonic Center for
the Arts, built originally
on land donated by West-
inghouse during the early
years of Pelican Bay? Who
could question the immense
value of this cultural icon
including its world class
museum, not only to Collier

Would there be a Market-
place with its array of stores
and eateries?

Would there be a Pelican
Bay Park with its beautiful
lake, tennis courts, baseball
and soccer fields and even a
bocce pitch open to all coun-
ty residents and donated by
Pelican Bay?
