Over the years we
have quietly given more
than 40,000 beautiful toys
in Pelican Bay, thanks to you!

How long has the
Marine Corps League
been collecting toys?

Since 1970, the local Marine
Corps League, comprised
of retired servicemen and
women, has been conduct-
ing the drive in Collier
County. Toys and funds do-
nated through the League
are used not only to provide
cheer during the holidays,
but during other times of
the year to come to the aid

of children faced with
adversity. Your toy could
brighten the life of a
youngster whose house has
been destroyed by fire,
hurricane or flood, or who
is ill, or whose family has
been hit by sickness or the
death of a parent.
Is this part of the Toys
for Tots national drive?
Yes. Our Marines are affili-
ated with the national Toys
for Tots Foundation. Both
the Marine Corps League of
Naples and the Marine Toys
for Tots Foundation are IRS
recognized 501 (c) (3) tax
exempt, not-for-profit chari-
ties, working together to
collect toys for children.
The foundation is recog-
nized by the U.S. Marine
Corps as the authorized
fund raising and support
organization for the U.S.
Marine Corps Reserve Toys
for Tots Program. The foun-
dation provides support to
the Marine Corps Reserve
Units and approved indepen-
dent programs in accor-
dance with a Memoran-
dum of Understanding with
the Commander, Marine
Forces Reserve, who directs
the Toys for Tots Program
from his headquarters.

How big is the Toys
for Tots program?

This year, there are drives in
558 communities in all
50 states, D.C.,  Puerto Rico,
and the Virgin Islands. The
watchdog group, Charity
Navigator, awarded the
Marine Toys for Tots

Foundation its highest four-
star rating for sound fiscal
management. The 2005
“Philanthropy 400” ranks
the foundation 66th among
400 charities of America.
Toys for Tots gave gifts to 7.4
million needy children in
2004. During the past 60
years, the Marines have dis-
tributed over 332.5 million
toys to 159 million needy
children. The Toys For Tots
Foundation provided the
local campaigns with 19.2
million toys which were
distributed to 7.6 million
needy children.

Are local businesses
particating?

There are more than 30
businesses involved in our
local drive and the number is
rising. They collect toys at
employee get-togethers and
on-site from customers and
clients. It is a great way to get
involved in the community
and a terrific marketing tool.

Is my neighborhood
part of this effort?

Last year we had 100
percent participation! We
want to duplicate that
effort again this year. If you
would like to know if your
association has already
joined in, please look for its
name on our honor roll. It
will be listed in upcoming
issues of the Post, and will
be displayed at The Com-
mons, the Community Cen-
ter, and on Pelican Bay’s TV
Channel 96. If you don’t see
your neighborhood’s name
highlighted, give us a call at
597-8081 just in case there
was an oversight.

How many needy
children are there
in Collier County?

Last year in Collier County,
more than 33,000 toys were
provided to over 8,200
children of all ages. Infor-
mation is provided by
county churches, schools,
social service agencies and
other organizations. Also
included are children of
soldiers serving in Iraq.

How many toys do
the Marines need?

The Marines collected more
than 33,000 toys last year.
This year, because of the
tremendous increase in
needy children, they are
shooting for over 40,000.
The demand never ceases!

What kinds of toys?
The Marines welcome new,
unwrapped toys of any
value. Toys must be un-
wrapped so they can be
sorted by age and gender,
and so that parents can pick
out what their children will
like. Gifts go from infants
through high school. Pelican
Bay residents have given
an amazing array of gifts,
from shiny new bicycles to
baseballs, from guitars to
drum sets, dolls to makeup,

snazzy jewelry for teen girls
and hi-tech computer games
that boys love.
What about other gifts?
New books for infants to
teens, school supplies, color-
ing books or educational
games are welcomed, along
with toys. Because children
in Collier County come
from all over the world,
multicultural books would
also be appreciated, not
only by children but by their
parents who read to them,
sometimes in English and in
their original language.

How do they get
 from the Community
Center to the Marines’

distribution center?
Thanks to the generosity of
a Pelican Bay resident sev-
eral years ago, the Marines
were given a brand new
van to help with pickups.
Toys are picked up from the
Community Center twice a
week. The compilation of
toys is a joyous sight! And,
as soon as the room is
cleared, somebody shows
up with another load of
beautiful toys!
What happens to the

toys after they leave us?
As toys are collected from

drop-off points throughout
the county, they are taken to
the Marine Toy Headquar-
ters, this year located in a
donated warehouse. A
team of volunteers, mostly
retired Marines spend days
adding batteries where
needed, deciphering writ-
ten directions from Hong
Kong, and struggling to
assemble some mind-
boggling toys to add to
attractive displays in “toy
stores” in the warehouse, in
anticipation of Distribution
Days. This year, because of
the published toy recalls,
the Marines are taking
the added precautions of
inspecting all donated toys.
The Marine Toys for Tots
Foundation does not pur-
chase any toys directly from
overseas vendors or manu-
facturers. All toy purchases
are from reputable, well-
established U.S. companies
that are working diligently
to ensure that none of the
toys are on the recall lists.

The Violent Crimes
Bureau is responsible for the
investigation of all crimes of
violence and unattended
deaths in unincorporated
Collier County. Supervised
by a lieutenant, the Bureau
consists of 24 members
divided into five separate
investigative groups with
varying responsibilities.

Major crimes
section

The major crimes sec-
tion is staffed with a
sergeant, five investigators
and a criminal research
investigator. The major
crimes section is responsible
for the investigation of
all deaths occurring in
unincorporated Collier
County. Members of this
section work closely with
the medical examiner and
the state attorney’s office
as well as state and fed-
eral agencies. In addition
to death cases, members
of this section investi-
gate “cold cases,” officer

involved shootings, kid-
nappings and other high
profile crimes as assigned
by the bureau lieutenant or
CID captain.

Special victims
section

The special victims section
is staffed with a sergeant
and four investigators. The
special victims section is
responsible for the in-
vestigation of all cases
involving physical or sexual
abuse of children and
computer related offenses
involving children or child
pornography. Members of
this section work closely
with the Florida department
of children and families, the
child protection team and
the state attorney’s office,
as well as state and federal
agencies. Members of this
section are also participants
in the South Florida LEACH
(Law Enforcement Against
Child Harm) task force
which proactively targets
Sexual Predators who

attempt to solicit children
over the internet.

Principal
crimes section

There are three principal
crimes sections within the
bureau. Each is staffed with
a sergeant and two investi-
gators, with one criminal
research investigator who
assists each of the sections.
The sections are respon-
sible for the investigation
of all other crimes of
violence occurring within
the Greater Naples area.
Typically these include
robbery, sexual battery and
aggravated assault/battery.
These sections are assigned
to shifts, allowing for quick
responses to crimes that
have just occurred and
reducing overtime expendi-
tures. Members of these
sections also work closely
with the state attorney’s
office as well as state and
federal agencies.
