Property tax estimates
went out of the Property
Appraiser ’s Office in
August. The Property Ap-
praiser calculated the tax-
able value of your prop-
erty using a predetermined
formula based on the
market values of the previous
fiscal year. In other words,
your 2007 taxes reflect
2005-06 Fiscal Year market
values. There were few
surprises in the tax bills.

As predicted, the much-
touted tax-reduction pack-
age, high-handedly passed
down from state legislature
in July, generated very little
savings for the average
taxpayer and raised havoc
with every county budget
in the state. Why is your
savings so small while the
cuts must be so deep?
Remember that the county
government’s share of your
ad valorem tax is a mere
41%. County government
must cut very deep to make
up for other units of govern-
ment that were allowed to
make smaller cuts.

The final mandate was
worse than we expected.
Early indicators suggested
that some key services and
programs would be safe.
They were not. The final
package spared nothing
from cuts. Police, fire, EMS,

schools — all essential
services were hit with
mandated reductions. Some
like North Naples Fire De-
partment exercised their
option to override the cut in
the public interest. Others
accepted the cuts and will
suffer reductions, as will all
county services.

In a surprise move, our
state officials determined
that you were no more
competent than the Com-
mission to handle your
pocketbooks. They ordered
reductions in the unique
programs you voted into
existence by referendum.
Conservation Collier will
lose part of its funding, for
example, and MSTUs that
you created to fund special
projects in your own neigh-
borhoods will suffer cut-
backs along with every-
thing else. At our last county
budget session, we walked
a very tight line, but were
able to adhere to the fiscal
guidelines we were given. I
want to commend the staff
— particularly our county
manager Jim Mudd and
Mike Smykowski who is our
budget director — for their
superb efforts to deliver a
balanced budget that pro-
tects essential services so
far. We adopted a millage
rate .91 mils below last

The biggest protection
against unsafe, faulty con-
struction work is to make
sure the contractor you hire
has a license from either
Collier County or the state
of Florida.

Early warning signs
Contractor displays only an
occupational license. In
order to lawfully engage in
contracting, a contractor
must be State of Florida or
Collier County certified.
Ask to see the contractor’s
certificate of competency
issued by the state or
Collier County.

Contractor is only willing
to work on weekends or
after hours. This is often a
sign that the person is an
employee who is moon-
lighting without a license.
Licensed contractors are full
time professionals.

A large down payment is
requested before the work
begins. Payments should
only be for a part of the
work, in order to be

licensed, contractors must
demonstrate sufficient
financial ability to perform
the project for which the
licensed is issued.

Many requests for money
during early phases of
construction. Contractor
should be solvent.

You are asked to ob-
tain the permit. A licensed
contractor who is in
good standing will always
pull the permit. Unlicensed
contractors cannot pull
permits.

Verbal contract only.
Contractor is not willing
to put all terms in writing.
This is always a sign of
potential trouble.

The contractor does not
have proof of insurance.
Licensed contractors must
have general liability
and workers compensation
insurance in effect at
all times.

No license number on
the vehicle, business
cards, contracts, news-
paper, advertising flyer or
yellow page ads. As stated
above, a licensed contractor

is proud to be licensed
and will want that fact to
be known.

An unlicensed contractor
can falsely identify himself
creating a situation that
becomes an accountability
nightmare. He may not
only deliver an inadequate
quality of work, but now
he/she may come back and
commit a crime against you
and/or your family! This
could severely compromise
law enforcements ability to
bring them to justice and /
or recover your property.

Find out before you
lose out! The Collier
County Sheriff ’s Office
wants to wish all well, and
hopes these helpful hints
assist you in limiting your
chances of becoming a
victim of crime. If you

income it can generate by
other means. The legis-
lature’s ballot proposition
amends the constitution to
take away local control of
property taxes and put it
into the hands of the state
(the same folks who are
bringing us a $2 billion
deficit budget). The actual
ballot language contains the
phrase: “require the Legis-
lature to limit the authority
of counties, municipalities,
and special districts to
increase ad valorem taxes”.
Note the word “require”.
Ask yourself this, would you
rather have your taxes set
and local budget priorities
established by five people,
elected by you, accountable
to you, and accessible to
you, who live and work
in your community or by
the Tallahassee collective?
Good-bye unique communi-
ties. Hello special interests.

The legislature makes it
clear — they want to set
local ad valorem tax rates

year’s rate and significantly
below the rollback rate. Our
final budget hearing was
held Thursday, September 20.

While a few counties
chose to override the legis-
lature’s mandates with re-
quired supermajority votes,
most are adopting the re-
quired cuts. All across the
state, counties are removing
road projects and other
public works from their
budgets, enacting hiring
freezes, and reducing or
freezing staff levels. In most
counties, no county employee
will get a raise this year.
New fees are being adopted
for amenities previously
taken for granted by citi-
zens in order to keep
services, such as libraries,
functional. Cities feeling the
pinch are looking for tax-
rich areas to annex.

Meanwhile, growth has
not stopped — nor has the
state reduced any concur-
rency requirements. In some
segments like school facili-
ties, they actually raised
them. Things are likely to
get worse before they get
better. Facing major short-
falls in sales tax revenues,
the state is struggling to
meet its own budget require-
ments. Legislators, unable
to reach agreement on a
rescue plan, bailed out of a
special budget session set
for mid-September to ad-
dress a $1.1 billion revenue
deficit when new projec-
tions came in raising the
projected deficit to $2
billion. Bureaucrats in

Tallahassee are circling the
wagons and legislators are
eying county coffers.

So far, state action follows
predictable lines. Programs
to the most needy of our
citizens face severe cuts. The
state’s hit list also targets
funding to counties and
cities to help with roads,
beaches, waterways, health
care, emergency hospital
services, land clean up,
public safety…everything is
up for cuts. Education is
apt to be gutted before the
bloodletting ends. Watch
more state costs shift down
to — you guessed it — the
counties. Already on our
plate is a greater share of
school costs. To this, the
state is adding a greater
portion of Medicaid costs.
We expect more unfunded
mandates to follow shortly.
Look for more cuts in local
services as we are forced to
fund significant portions of
the state’s budget. When it
happens, more local services
will face the ax.

Meanwhile, Governor
Crist is making some unique
contributions to fiscal
reform. He is floating a
proposal to the sell the state
lottery, which he sees as
underperforming, as well
as some of our public roads
to private entities. Alligator
Alley purportedly is among
the roads considered for
the auction block. (The en-
abling legislation for private
toll roads has already passed.)
Under this proposal, you
could be paying tolls to use

roads built and maintained
with your tax dollars. On
another front, Crist is
negotiating an agreement
with the Seminoles to
expand gambling at their
casinos. The Seminole Indian
Tribe are likely to come away
with exclusive rights to offer
table games like blackjack,
roulette, and baccarat to
casino-goers. Crist expects
the agreement to generate
significant revenue for the
state — perhaps as much as
$500 million annually. (I
wonder if the Seminoles are
interested in the lottery.)

Also on the horizon are
ballot proposals with fiscal
impacts. Go to www.
votesmartflorida.org for a
non-partisan look at all 45
proposals seeking a ballot
slot. Amendment #1 is the
only one that is officially on
the ballot for the next
election. (It required no
citizen signatures as it was
put on the ballot by the
legislature.) Read it care-
fully. Purporting to move
toward “fairness” in
property taxes, it inevitably
leads to the eventual loss of
homestead exemptions.

When writing our con-
stitution, the framers wisely
left local budgets to local
authorities. The current
constitution, despite recent
disregard by our legislature,
puts property taxes and the
services and projects they
buy completely under local
control. It limits the state’s
power and forces it to
confine its spending to

and dictate local spending.
We’d all be better off if they
focused instead on cleaning
up the insurance mess in
this state. They’ve allowed
no-fault insurance to lapse
and have done little to
alleviate the terrible burden
of home insurance costs.
Insurance premiums for
most property owners are
higher than their property
taxes and most of it will
realize no real benefit from
it. Our new deductibles
hold the potential for
bankruptcy. These policies
protect our mortgage hold-
ers not us.
