size of baseball gloves,
couldn’t get the yarn through
the eye. If Rosie can
needlepoint, men, you can
knit. So join us as we get this
project going. If you don’t
know how to knit, ask your
Significant Other, or a
member of our Significant
Committee to give you a
quick lesson, and off you’ll go,
not only doing something
good, but getting pretty close
to nirvana in the bargain.

How to
If you haven’t knitted
before, you can learn in just
a few minutes, guaranteed.
And making a throw is a
thousand times easier than
my first attempt — an
intricate sweater which
ended up with such a small
neck that my husband
couldn’t get it over his
head. Does making a throw
require a lot of time? The
beauty is, you can take it
easy and get it done in a
couple of weeks. Or you can
be like me and knit it in four
days and nights of frenzy.
Those needles can whiz
wherever you are: on the

beach, bouncing along in
a bus, car, train or plane
(needles may or may not be
permitted, so check it out).
And sitting in front of the
boob tube, you can turn that
vacuum into something
wonderful for someone you
may never know who gave
a lot for us.

Getting started
To get a handle on how
extensive this project will
be, we have to count noses.
Please call me at 598-2369
here in Naples to say you
will get your needles
clicking and clacking.

If you are going to knit a
blanket, here’s all it takes:
A pair of long knitting
needles, usually size 13 or
15 depending on the
thickness of the yarn (cost:
from $1.00 to $7.99), and
three to four skeins of yarn,
depending on how loosely
you knit. Please use wash-
able acrylic yarn (about
$4.99 a skein), not wool.
Jeannie O’Connor, our
knitting guru, recommends
the squiggly yarn called
Homespun, produced in the

good old USA by Lion
Brand since 1878. It is
available at most craft
stores like Michael’s, Jo-
Ann’s and Wal-Mart here
in Naples and throughout
the country. The yarn and
needles are often on sale.
(Last week, I caught a sale
and bought $5.99 yarn for
$2 a skein, making my latest
throw for just $8 and
change. Happily, it is turn-
ing out like a million bucks.)

Please choose yarn in
cheery primary or neutral
colors, staying away from
wimpy pastels. The hospital
says its patients love
anything in red, white and
blue. And, there are those
interesting variegated yarns
that will give you a throw
in many shades of your
chosen color.

For a bed throw:
Afghaners and quilters
should figure on making the
width between 42 to 48
inches wide. Knitters, cast
on between 62 and 72
stitches, depending on how
wide you would like to
make it, and the thickness of

your wool. (Don’t use thin
yarn.) You may get as fancy
as you like with your
design, but we have been
using a pattern of straight
knitting, row after row. Knit
your brains out for six feet
or so, to accommodate
some of these vets being
pretty tall. To finish it off,
you may add a nice fringe
with your yarn. If you don’t
know how to make a fringe,
people in the craft store
will show you, or call one
of us and we will walk
you through it.

Lap blankets for wheel-
chairs: These blankets have
to be smaller. Please do not
put fringes on lap blankets
because they may get stuck
in wheels. Lap blankets
should be about 40 inches
across and 48 inches down.

If you live in a common
interest ownership com-
munity (a condominium,
homeowners association,
cooperative, timeshare or
mobile home community)
or if you serve on a board of
directors for a community
association, you may have
read or listened to media
reports about legislative
changes that can impact
the way your community is
operated and the costs
associated with such oper-
ation. Over the last few
years we have seen a steady
increase in the number of
community association bills
introduced up in Talla-
hassee and the 2007 Legisla-
tive Session was no exception.

You may wonder why
this is the case. Florida is
one of only two States
that has a Condominium
Ombudsman (the other
state being Nevada), al-
though other states are
considering the creation
of such a position. Florida
also has a Condominium
Advisory Council whose
main purpose is to pro-
pose necessary changes to
the Condominium Act. In
addition, some studies
conducted by the Com-
munity Associations Insti-
tute (CAI) indicate that
eighty (80%) percent of all
new residential construc-
tion is in the form of
a mandatory association
setting. Putting all these
factors together virtually
guarantees that your public
policy makers will want to
tinker with the State laws
each year. Unfortunately,
sometimes the “reforms”
cause more harm than good.

An old axiom is that there
are two things you never
want to see being made:
sausage and laws! Despite
this admonition, if you have
never visited our State’s
capitol it is well worth it,
especially if there is a

The legislative process in Florida
What you always wanted to know but were afraid to ask

particular bill that is being
debated in committee on
the day of your visit. The
State of Florida has a part-
time Legislature meaning
our legislators are seated
for the regular legislative
session only sixty (60) days
out of the year (when no
special or extended sessions
have been called). Every
Florida legislator has six bill
slots that he or she can use
for legislative proposals.
There must be two versions
of a bill (a Senate bill and a
House bill) which must
pass through a variety of
committees before finally
ending up on the House or
Senate floor at the end of
Session for a full vote.
Assuming the bill survives a
full House or Senate vote,
the bill is then sent to the
Governor for his approval.
The Governor can either
sign a bill and it becomes
law, veto a bill or allow
a bill to become law with-
out his signature. The
Legislature can override a
gubernatorial veto although
such action is rarely used as
it requires re-convening the
Legislature. Most bills bear
an effective date of July 1st

each year but some become
effective immediately upon
becoming law (i.e. when
they make it past the
Governor’s desk).

There are one hundred
sixty (160) Florida Legis-
lators and their occupa-
tional backgrounds range
from schoolteachers to
chiropractors to public

utility employees, entre-
preneurs, etc. Surprisingly,
only thirty-three (33) of our
Florida legislators listed
attorney as their occupation
at last count. Hundreds of
bills pass the desks of these
folks and it is simply not
possible for your Senator
and Representative to be
knowledgeable about every
bill that crosses his or her
desk. When a community
association bill crosses the
desk of your legislators,
they will do one of two
things: they will speak to a
lobbyist who practices in
this field or they will con-
tact one of their constituents
who live in a community
association to ask his or her
feelings about the bill.
Wouldn’t it be great if you
were that constituent giving
input to your Senator or

Representative on bills such
as Senator Mandy Dawson’s
bill last year which would
have prevented community
associations from inquir-
ing into the financial back-
ground of a potential pur-
chaser even if such inquiry
was limited to simply deter-
mining that the applicant
had the funds necessary
to meet monthly main-
tenance obligations?

Wouldn’t it be nice to
be able to discuss Senator
Siplin’s bill which would
prohibit associations from
pursuing delinquent amounts
less than $2,500 with your
State Senator and State
Representative? That bill
would have prohibited
associations from recoup-
ing their attorney’s fees
and costs even after the
delinquent sums exceeded
the $2,500 threshold leav-
ing an association in the
untenable position of never
being made whole. Your
elected officials need to
know how detrimental
such legislation can be to
your community opera-
tions. In a different vein,
it would be wonderful to
be able to advise your
Senator or Representative
about your community’s
specific needs or more
general concerns regarding
property insurance and

tax reform, as well as to
advise him or her of the
need for guidance from the
State for community boards
in the advent of a storm and
post-catastrophe.

The good news is that
your elected officials do
want to hear from you. As
a registered lobbyist and
the Executive Director of
the Community Advocacy
Network (CAN), I can tell
you that the elected officials
I meet with always tell me
they want and need to hear
from their constituents. The
best time to reach these
folks is now — during the
Summer and early Fall —
when they are back in their
district offices and before
interim committee weeks
start in earnest in the late
Fall and Winter. If you take
a moment to place a call to
your elected representatives
and make an appointment
to stop in their offices for a
few minutes to introduce
yourself, it could make a
world of difference in the
Spring when those same
legislators are being asked
to vote on community assoc-
iation bills. If you would like
more information about
getting involved in this
vital process, please visit
the Community Advocacy
Network website at
www.canfl.com.

Tax Reform 2007

On June 14, the legis-
lature passed their tax relief
package over the objections
of the counties, munici-
palities, fire departments,
police departments, and
school boards. While
everyone generally agrees
that real tax reform is
needed, few believe that the
legislature’s headlong rush
to act produced significant
benefits for anyone.

The legislative package in
its final form differs sig-
nificantly from the pro-
posed bill that I discussed in
my last commentary. As
a result, I would like to
bring you up-to-date on
the package and on its
projected effects on the
Collier County budget and
on your tax bill.

First, the legislature made
a statutory revision to
our state constitution, the
legality of which is still in
question. They altered the
way that millage may be set
by local government. The
constitution gives local
government the sole right
to levy property taxes and
sets a limit of 10 mils. The
legislature superimposed a
reduction below 10 mils via
a formula they created. Last
year, Collier County set
millage at just under 3.58
mils, a rollback from the
previous year and con-
siderably below the 10-mil
limit. The new legislative
formula further lowers our
millage to roughly 3.15 mils
in 2007-08 — a loss of
revenue to the county of
over $35 million in the
county-wide general fund.

The legislature has pre-
empted our right and our
responsibility to generate
the revenue required to
meet local needs through
ad valorem taxes. They
have allowed no exemp-
tions except for the few
municipalities already verg-
ing on bankruptcy. All cities,
counties, and independent

special districts, including
the fire districts, must limit
their 2007-08 budgets to the
amount levied in 2006-07
(adjusted for new construc-
tion). Once this amount is
established, they require
application of a further
reduction under a formula.

How does this formula
affect Collier County? For
all basic government ser-
vices paid with County
general fund dollars, the
further reduction is a
mandatory 9%. Indepen-
dent special districts —
including fire, water man-
agement districts, mosquito
control districts, etc. must
reduce their budgets to the
rolled back rate minus an
additional 3%. The schools
are exempt from these
statutory reductions, but
they will suffer from having
to absorb the costs of a huge
unfunded mandate handed
down by the legislature in
the State budget.

Revenue caps will con-
tinue well into the future for
all but the school districts.
We will be required to
adjust the local millage
rate every year to meet the
artificial revenue cap.
Under the bill, property tax
revenue may increase only
in proportion to the growth
of our population (as
represented solely by new
construction) and growth
in the Florida personal
income average (now about
4% annually). No other
factors and no other local
needs may be considered.
This provision was de-
signed specifically to offer
relief to non-homestead
and commercial properties.
Homestead properties al-
ready had protection.

Although the Board of
County Commissioners
could have voted to exceed
the millage cap, we chose to
accept the cap this year. The
first round of budget hear-
ings just concluded and the

recommended cuts will be
painful. I want to commend
everyone who participated
for  their cooperation and
hard work. It was not easy.
The state made the chal-
lenge more difficult by
increasing our unfunded
mandates. The first of these
requires replacement of our
well-functioning electronic
voting system with scanned
paper ballots for the
upcoming elections. We
financed the purchase of
the electronic machines and
we must continue to pay off
the $3 million balance on
them even after the state
commandeers them. These
machines have been excel-
lent. It is doubtful that the
return to paper ballots will
warm many voters’ hearts.
The state is assisting us with
the purchase of one scanner
per precinct, a number
below even their published
service level standard. The
county must make up the
difference and pay for the
conversion. On a second
front, the state has rejected
our latest concurrency plan.
We expect that requested
revisions will require us to
fund a more aggressive —
and more costly — plan to
hit the service standards
that they laid out. As the 5th

fastest growing community
in the country, we already
were hard pressed to
budget the money needed to
meet our concurrency targets
for roads, parks, libraries,
water, sewer, voting capa-
city, and the like.

The final budget hearings
will occur in September; it is
likely that the cuts we set
in the first round will
hold. Tough decisions were
made. We froze hiring
positions paid with general
fund dollars; no such
positions will be filled.
Similarly Job Bank and part-
time positions paid by the
general fund are being

terminated within two
weeks. No temporary em-
ployees will replace them.
Attrition will affect services.
Some essential programs
like stormwater manage-
ment and transportation
budgets face reductions.
Over $11 million came out of
the combined budgets of the
Collier County Sheriff and
Clerk of the Courts. As
2008-09 rolls around, ex-
pect deeper and more sig-
nificant service reductions.
Over the last 6 years, we
have been making signifi-
cant progress on a huge
backlog of capital projects.
At the same time, we have
done our best to anticipate
the needs engendered by
growth. This trend unavoid-
ably will be reversed. There
is no doubt that some of the
services and benefits that
our population takes for
granted will disappear or
remain only on a fee basis.

And what will taxpayers
gain? According to figures
released by the legislature,
the average:

owner of homestead
property will save $174
(7%); owner of non-home-
stead residential property
will save $199 (7%); owner
of commercial/industrial
property will save $941
(6%); and tangible personal
property taxpayer will save
$92 (6%).

The legislature has
dispatched a second gift-
horse. They are offering us
a “super homestead exemp-
tion” in the form of a con-
stitutional amendment
scheduled to appear on the
ballot in a special election in
January 2008. With this
package, they are asking us
to trade away our “Save
Our Homes” caps for a new
plan to bring “equity” and
“portability” into the tax-
ing system. Don’t get too
excited about it. If the
amendment passes, the
maximum exemption avail-
able to anyone who opts for
the new plan is $195,000.
When your tax estimate
comes in August, take a look
